As the cold weather rolls in, and
November starts out by treating us to
gales, here are some of our ideas for
drinks to warm your customers.

Twinings Chai Tea, nice and spicy
especially if made with hot milk as
you would with Davinci Spiced Chai
syrup.

1 Shot Ghiradelli Choc Syrup
1 Shot Cinnamon Syrup
8oz Steamed Milk
1 Shot of espresso
Alternatively combine syrups with hot
milk for delicious hot steamers.

Cioccobon thick Italian hot
chocolate, just steam with milk for a
luxury thick chocolate. Sprink mini
marshmellows on top for added
luxury. If you use squirt cream for
topping any drink, consider using ISI
cream whippers - a re-useable
container where you put .5litre of
whipping cream in, charge up with a
gas bulb and dispense 1.5litres of
whipped cream. Much cheaper then
the disposable ones and the cream
tastes better as well. £22.40 + VAT
for the basic white one, or £32.44 +
VAT for the delux stainless steel
version.

Ghiradelli White Chocolate sauce
and Creamy Caramel sauce. mix with
hot milk for a great way to warm you
up on a beuatiful Autumn day. For a
tasty caramel latte cappuccino, use
Ghiradelli caramel sauce in an icing
bag or syringe (Strange as it seems!)
and drizzle on the top to form
patterns.
